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HOW TO RECEIVE

1.    Admit that you are a sinner.

4. Then bow your head and say the 

simple prayer of salvation below. 

Dear God, I confess that I am a sinner 

and separated from You because of 

my sins. I am truly sorry and want to  

forsake my sinful lifestyle. I believe 

that Your Son, Jesus died for my sins, 

was resurrected from the dead, and  

is alive. I confess Jesus Christ as my 

Lord and Saviour and invite Him to 

reign in my heart from this day 

forward. Thank You, Jesus for dying 

for my sins so that I can be forgiven 

and have Eternal Life. Amen.

When you 

receive Jesus Christ as your personal 

Lord and Saviour, Satan can no longer 

condemn you, because you have been 

made righteous. You will also not be 

doomed to spend eternity in the lake of 

fire, where there will be weeping and 

gnashing of teeth forever (Matthew 

13:41-42). Then, Christ becomes your 

Advocate with God. He pleads the case 

of those who have received Him. You 

are required to live holy after you enter 

into a relationship with Him, but if you 

happen to commit a sin, you will be 

forgiven once you confess and repent 

of the sin, because He already paid the 

penalty for all your sins (1 John 2:1-2).

He 

loves everyone, and wants none of us  

to perish, but to come to repentance (2 

Peter 3:9). However, those who refuse 

to repent of their sins, and reject His 

free Gift of Salvation will be liable to 

face the terrible consequence because 

God is a Righteous Judge, who will not 

overlook sin. Now that you know you 

can escape the wrathful judgment of 

God, won’t you come to Christ?
