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STEP 1: UNDERSTAND THAT YOU 
NEED THE GIFT OF ETERNAL LIFE 
 

The Truth about Sin: Sin is anything 
that displeases God, and the payment 
for it is spiritual death – a state of 
separation from Him. The spiritual 
death of Adam and Eve was passed 
down to mankind (Romans 5:12).  
As a result, we all were born with a 
natural tendency to sin, and will face 
the consequences of our sins, until  
we are saved. Not only are the unsaved 
separated from God; they will also be 
thrown into the eternal lake of fire on 
the Day of Judgment, where they will 
suffer unbearable pain forever (Mark 
9:43-48). The only way to make peace 
with God, and escape eternal torment 
is to be born again.  
 

Jesus said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, 
unless one is born again, he cannot 
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God offered humanity the greatest 
gift of all – the Gift of Eternal Life. 
He offered it to us through His Son, 
Jesus Christ, that we might be saved 
from the consequences of our sins, 
and not spend eternity in the lake of 
fire (John 3:16, Romans 6:23). If you 
have not received Christ as your Lord 
and Savior, understand that each of 
us has a final destination when our 
journey here on earth ends. The final 
destination will be Heaven, or Hell. 
Heaven is a place of eternal bliss, 
while hell is described in the Bible to 
be a place of torment where there 
will be wailing and gnashing of teeth 
(Matthew 13:41-42). The only way to 
escape spending eternity in hell, is to 
receive the Gift of Eternal Life that 
was freely offered to you. There are 
just two simple steps to receiving this 
precious Gift: 
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Admit that you are a sinner, and 
be willing to turn from your sins: 
To receive Jesus Christ as your 
personal Lord and Savior, you need 
to first acknowledge that you are a 
sinner, and incapable of saving 
yourself. Not even your good deeds 
can make you righteous in the eyes of 
God. It is important to acknowledge 
that Christ paid the penalty for your 
sins. Equally important, is the 
willingness to repent of all sins.  

STEP 2: CONFESS JESUS CHRIST 
AS YOUR LORD AND SAVIOR  

It costs nothing at all to be saved! 
You can never do anything that is 
good enough to earn salvation. It is 
received only through grace, by faith 
(Ephesians 2:8-9). The Bible says 
that you will be saved if you confess

There is the Physical Birth and the 
Spiritual Birth. The term Born Again 
means to be born a second time, 
spiritually, in contrast to being born 
physically (in the flesh). 
 
Understand that Jesus Christ is 
Lord and Savior:  You are unable to 
please a perfect God by your own 
strength and morality. He sent His 
only Begotten Son, Jesus Christ, as a 
Gift to you. Christ died on the Cross 
to pay for your sins and rose from 
the dead, so that you would not suffer 
the consequences of those sins. It is 
only through Him that you can be 
saved from the consequences of sin. 
 
For God so loved the world that He 
gave His only Begotten Son, that 
whosoever believes in Him shall not 
perish but have eternal life. ~ John 3:16 
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and believe in your heart that the 
Father raised Him from the dead 
(Romans 10:9-10). Say the prayer 
below from the bottom of your heart 
to express your desire to receive Him.  
 
Dear God, I confess that I am a 
sinner. Please forgive me. I am truly 
sorry, and now want to forsake my 
sins. I believe that Your Son, Jesus 
died for my sins, was resurrected 
from the dead, and is alive. I confess 
Jesus Christ as my Lord and Savior 
and invite Him to reign in my heart 
from this day forward. Thank You, 
Jesus for dying for my sins so that I 
can be forgiven, and have Eternal 
Life. Amen. 
 
You become a child of the Most High 
God when you take these two steps 
(John 1:12-13), qualified to partake 
in the inheritance of the saints in the 
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Kingdom of Light, of royal priest-
hood, bought with a price, and 
sealed by the Holy Spirit.
