HOW TO RECEIVE JESUS
CHRIST TODAY

The Bible says that if you confess
with your mouth that Jesus Christ is
Lord and believe in your heart that
God raised Him from the dead, you
will be saved (Romans 10:9).

1. Admit that you are a sinner.

2. Be willing to turn away from your
sins.

3. Believe in your heart that Jesus
Christ died for your sins on the
Cross, and rose from the dead.

4. Then bow your head and say the
simple prayer of salvation below.

Dear God, I confess that I am a sinner
and separated from You because of
my sins. I am truly sorry and want
to forsake my sinful lifestyle. I believe
that Your Son, Jesus died for my sins,
was resurrected from the dead, and is
alive. I confess Jesus Christ as my Lord
and Savior and invite Him to reign
in my heart from this day forward.
Thank You, Jesus for dying for my sins
so that I can be forgiven and have
Eternal Life. Amen.
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If you said this prayer from the bottom
of your heart, we rejoice with you
because you are now a child of God
(John 1:12-13).

WHAT NEXT?

It is important that you commit to a
life of holiness after you get saved.
Get a Bible and read it daily. All that
you need to know about God, His
plans for you, and how to live a life that
is pleasing to Him are in it. Find a Bible-
Believing Church or Place of Fellow-
ship, where you can be fed with sound
doctrine. Start attending the place right
away, and plan to attend regularly. Write
to us about your new life in Christ,
through our websites (Divine Literature
International or Dove Letter Zone), and
feel free to check resources there that
may be of help to you.

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All human beings are born with the
tendency to sin, and separated from
God because of the disobedience of
Adam and Eve (Romans 5:12). God
frowns at sins and will judge them.
However, He sent His only Son, Jesus
Christ to us as a way to escape His
wrathful, but righteous judgment of
sin (John 3:16). Jesus Christ paid the
price for the sins of humanity on the
Cross of Calvary, so that we can be
made righteous. We can never make
things right with God on our own - not
even with good deeds and righteous
acts. We are righteous in His sight only
when we turn our lives over to Christ.
God is angry with the wicked every
day (Psalm 7:11). However, they will no
longer be condemned if they forsake
their ways (Ezekiel 18:21-22). Choosing
to continue to live a sinful lifestyle is
a form of wickedness (1 Corinthians
6:9-10). Forsaking that lifestyle begins
when you are sorry for your sins and
make a decision to surrender to Jesus
Christ. It is very important that you
surrender to Him. You may indeed be
sorry for your sins, but you will never
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be able to completely forsake them and
be reconciled to God, until they have
been washed away by the Blood of
Jesus. Satan is always ready to tell you
that you are no longer worthy of God's
forgiveness when you continue to live a
sinful lifestyle. While it is true that God
is unhappy with the way you live your
life and will judge your sins, He wishes
that you will turn from those sins and
accept the Gift of Salvation that He
offered you through His Son. When you
receive Jesus Christ as your personal
Lord and Savior, Satan can no longer
condemn you, because you have been
made righteous. You will also not be
doomed to spend eternity in the lake
of fire, where there will be weeping and
gnashing of teeth forever (Matthew
13:41-42). Then, Christ becomes your
Advocate with God. He pleads the case
of those who have received Him. You
are required to live holy after you enter
into a relationship with Him, but if you
happen to commit a sin, you will be
forgiven, once you confess and repent
of the sin, because He already paid the
penalty for all your sins (1 John 2:1-2).
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Be aware also, that Jesus Christ will
never reject anyone who comes to
Him to be saved. What’s more, His
Blood cleanses all manner of sin (1
John 1:7). Which means that no one
who comes to Him is denied salvation,
regardless of the nature of their sins
(John 6:37). Your sins are completely
washed away when you surrender to
Him, no matter how huge, or many
you think they are. What a relief then,
from the load of endless guilt you have
been carrying on your shoulders all
these years!

No one will spend eternity in hell
because God does not love them. He
loves everyone, and wants none of us
to perish, but to come to repentance (2
Peter 3:9). However, those who refuse
to repent of their sins, and reject His
free Gift of Salvation will be liable to
face the terrible consequence because
God is a Righteous Judge, who will not
overlook sin. Now that you know you
can escape the wrathful judgment of
God, won’t you come to Christ? Not
one person is promised tonight, much
less tomorrow. Come to Him now!
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
